Driving Directions

From [-395 Southbound: exit at King Street (Route 7) East. After crossing the bridge over
395, take the first right onto Menokin Street. Go one block and turn right onto Van Dorn Street.
Continue to West Braddock (next intersection) and turn left. Proceed on West Braddock for about
1/2 mile and the park entrance will be on your left.

From [-395 Northbound: exit at Seminary Road East. Continue to the 4th traffic light,
which is Howard Street (Alexandria Hospital will be on your right). Turn left.
Howard ends at West Braddock. Turn right and the part entrance will be a short
Distance ahead on your left.
